
Who may partake of the Lord’s Table?
Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into 
Christ Jesus have been baptized into His death? 4Therefore we 
have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that 
as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, 
so we too might walk in newness of life (NASB; Romans 6:3-4).

Therefore whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in 
an unworthy manner, shall be guilty of the body and the blood 
of the Lord. 28 But a man must examine himself, and in so doing 
he is to eat of the bread and drink of the cup. 29 For he who eats 
and drinks, eats and drinks judgment to himself if he does not 
judge the body rightly. 30 For this reason many among you are 
weak and sick, and a number sleep. 31 But if we judged ourselves 
rightly, we would not be judged (NASB; I Corinthians 11:27-31). 

If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us 
our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 10 If we say 
that we have not sinned, we make Him a liar and His word is not 
in us (NASB; I John 1:9-10). 
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Those who may partake of the Lord’s 
Table are those baptized believers, 
who have examined themselves to 
ensure that they have confessed to 
their Lord all known sin, and have 
purposed anew to live in all loving 
obedience to Him.
