In what did Christ’s humiliation
consist?

And she gave birth to her firstborn son; and she wrapped
Him in cloths, and laid Him in a manger, because there was
no room for them in the inn (NASB; Lk. 2:7).

But when the fullness of the time came, God sent forth His
Son, born of a woman, born under the Law (NASB; Gal. 4:4).

For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize
with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all
things as we are, yet without sin (NASB; Heb. 4:15).



Christ’s humiliation consisted in His
being born, and that in a low condition,
made under the law, [and] undergoing
the miseries of this life.
