
 
 
In our last study, we learned that man was hopelessly 
condemned to die.  He had disobeyed God’s word, and now 
the penalty was being enforced.  In the New Testament, the 
Bible tells us more about Adam’s sin.  Let’s start today by 
looking at Romans 5. 
  

The penalty for sin

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How Did God Provide for Man’s Salvation from Sin? 
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A gift from God 
 
The Romans passage goes on to teach us that after Adam, 
all men had to die.  But in Romans 5:15, we see the word 
“gift.”  At this point we begin to learn how God kept His 
earlier promise and provided man a way of salvation from 
sin’s penalty.  That way of salvation would come through a 
gift from God.  Let’s find out what the gift is. 
  
Read Romans 5:15-19 carefully.  Adam’s sin is called 
“transgression.”  God’s way of salvation is called “gift.”  The 
verse says, “the free gift is not like the transgression.”  
Those two things are going to be compared in these verses.
