For the next children’s Sunday School quarter (September–November), we will focus on memorizing 1 John 4:7–
21.  Our adults and teens are continuing to study the Ten Commandments.  The memory work is offered this time 
in light of Pastor Minnick’s recent sermons on God’s love and with the Ten Commandments series in view, 
because “love is the fulfillment of the law” (Rom. 13:8).  As our children come to understand God’s love for 
them, we pray they would come to truly love God and the people He has placed around them. 
 

Scripture memory plays an important role in the discipleship of our children, and our desire with this memory 
schedule is to assist you with a tool you may find helpful.  If your children participate, feel free to choose which 
Bible version you would like to have your child(ren) memorize.  The teachers are prepared to hear recitation 
from the KJV, NASB, or ESV.
