Repentance unto life is the change of heart whereby out of a genuine grief
and hatred of our sin, we turn unto God with the earnest intent to strive
after new obedience.

How is God’s Word made
effectual to salvation?
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The ordinary outward means by which the Holy Spirit communicates the
benefits of redemption to us are God’s Word (read, memorized, preached,
and taught), Baptism, the Lord’s Table, prayer, and the fellowship of
spiritually-minded believers.

Catechism Cards 69-70 (to be quoted on October 30)

The Spirit of God makes the reading, but especially the preaching of the
Word, an effectual means of convincing and converting sinners and of
building them up in holiness and comfort.

According to God’s Word, a local church is an assembly of mutually
acknowledged Christians, organized in one locale under scriptural
leadership, for the purposes of worship, apostolic instruction, prayer,
fellowship, evangelism, service, and the observance of the ordinances.

According to God’s Word, a local church’s scriptural leaders are elders,
who oversee and shepherd (pastor), and deacons, who assist them.

What is the ordinance of
baptism?

The ordinances a local church is to observe are baptism and the Lord’s
table.

Catechism Cards 75-76 (to be quoted on November 20)

The ordinance of baptism is the immersion in water of a new Christian, in
the name of the Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

What does baptism signify?

Week 13—

What is the ordinance of the
Lord’s Table?

Baptism signifies our spiritual union with our Savior in His death, burial,
and resurrection for the forgiveness of our sins.

Catechism Cards 77-78 (to be quoted on November 27)

The ordinance of the Lord’s Table is our eating and drinking of bread and
the fruit of the vine in fellowship together, in order to proclaim the Lord’s
death, and to testify to our own individual partaking of all its saving
benefits.

Who may partake of the Lord’s
Table?

Those who may partake of the Lord’s Table are those baptized believers,
who have examined themselves to ensure that they have confessed to
their Lord all known sin, and have purposed anew to live in all loving
obedience to Him.
