Critical Chronological Observation

Let's look again at verse 9.

The “then” (tote) with which Matthew
24: 9 begins indicates that the next events
follow. But look at Luke’s chronological
note.

The next verses in Luke describe events
which appear to be nearly identical to those
that Matthew says follow. But Luke states
that Jesus clarified that they will happen
before (Pro) what he, Matthew and Mark
had just recorded (21:8-11; 24:4-8; 13:5-8).

So a chronological harmonization will
require taking into account both time
references (Matthew’s “tote” and Luke’s

“pro’).
